AB Calculus -
Students who plan to study the following disciplines should take Calculus AB.


Business - accounting, business management, finance

Students who plan to study the following disciplines should take Calculus BC.

Students who plan to study the following disciplines should take AP Statistics.

Also, any student who plans to attend an elite university such as Harvard, Cal-Berkeley, MIT, etc.  should take BC Calculus since these universities are very selective.

Sophomores in Honors Pre-Calculus should plan on taking AP Calculus (either AB or BC as warranted) as juniors and AP Statistics as seniors.

Juniors in Honors Pre-Calculus should plan on taking either AP Calculus or AP Statistics as determined by their career choice.  Some situations may recommend students take both.

Sophomores or juniors in regular Pre-Calculus can and should take either AP Calculus or AP Stats during their senior year as determined by their career choice.

Concurrent Enrollment Pre-Calculus is only for seniors or juniors who have already had regular Pre-Calculus and do not need either AP math course as determined by their career choice.  An ACT Score of 21 is also required.
